With finance now in place, we are also pleased to announce that the programme will expand into
work off site, with a match day trip planned in September at Griffin Park, home of the Bees,
Brentford FC!

With regards to the Ham Estate, Aaron Snares, casual coach and volunteer, has successfully passed
his Level 1 FA course this month. This is fantastic news, and congratulations go to Aaron, who has
also been nominated as the overall Kickz Volunteer of the year for Kickz at Brentford FC. His hard
work since he has joined the team has not gone unnoticed, with feedback on all the projects he has
worked on being excellent! This is a great sign of how far Kickz Richmond has come, and we will
keep pushing on for more success!

With regards to delivery, sessions have been progressing well. Young people's engagement levels
are in the main very positive, with interaction with coaches being strong and new sessions being
planned from young people's thoughts and ideas for things they want to do.
