Cyberbullying is 'an aggressive, intentional act carried out by a group or individual using electronic forms of contact re-
peatedly over time against a victim who cannot easily defend him or herself' (Report to the anti-bullying alliance by Gold-
smiths College, University of London).  
  
Anti-bullying wristbands can be bought (£1) from the dinner hall at lunchtimes.

Children’s vision 
A survey of the vision of 1,000 
school age children found that one 
in five had a sight problem that had 
apparently gone unno�ced. Some of 
these problems could interfere with 
educa�on and development, so the 
sooner they are detected the be�er. 

Vision is a developing 
sense 
The eyes of a newborn baby are 
normally well equipped to enable 
rapid recogni�on of its immediate 
environment. A baby’s eyes may not 
seem to work together in the first 
few weeks of life, but recogni�on of 
family members is quick and within 
a few months, a baby should be able 
to focus accurately on close objects. 
Although vision can reach adult 
standards by the age of 18 months, 
many further visual skills will be 
developed over the next three years. 

Poor focus in one eye could have 
permanent effects on a child’s sight. 
In fact, most squints and lazy eyes 
appear between the ages of two and 
three years. It is worth remembering 
that children cannot ‘grow out’ of 
these problems, which is why regular  
checks are so important at an early 
age. 

What happens during 
an eye examina�on? 
Your child will be given adequate 
�me to se�le. Several simple tests 
are introduced to build the child’s 
confidence and to check eye co-
ordina�on. Vision and focussing are 
checked in several different ways. 
Some of these methods involve 
matching shapes or le�ers but other 
techniques are rou�nely used for 
the very young. Do not worry that 
your child might give an incorrect 
response; the Optometrist never 
relies on a single answer, and  always 
checks the results carefully. 

Treatment 
Early detec�on of vision problems 
o�en enables successful treatment. 
This may involve spectacles, patching 
or exercises both at home or in the 
clinic. Optometrists are trained to 
recognise eye condi�ons needing 
medical a�en�on and will refer you 
to an ophthalmic clinic if necessary. 

Spectacles 
NHS vouchers are available to help 
with the cost of children’s spectacles. 
There are many sturdy and a�rac�ve 
ranges to choose from, and your 
local op�cal prac�ce is there  to help. 

Every child should have an eye 
examina�on before star�ng 
school (i.e. 4 -5 years).  

If there is a family history of 
long-sightedness, as�gma�sm, 
lazy eye or squint, your child 
should be examined before the 
age of two. This precau�on could 
prevent permanent damage to 
vision.  

All children should be examined 
periodically. Short-sightedness in 
a family emphasises the need for 
regular checks ups from the age 
of eight. 

Remember, a child cannot grow 
out of a squint. Should you 
suspect any eye problem, consult 
your local Optometrist.  

Protec�on against Ultra Violet 
Radia�on is important for us all, 
but par�cularly children.  Ask 
your local op�cal prac�ce for 
advice on suitable sunglasses.  
A list of local op�cal prac�ces 
can be found on the NHS website 
by entering your postcode.
