Please contact the school by 8.30am to report your child’s absence, this includes 
any medical appointments. We have a dedicated absence line which can be 
reached by selecting option 1 from the main school number 0208 948 1173. 
Alternatively email on attendance@greycourt.org.uk 
 
Students must make sure that if they are late for registration or have been at a 
medical appointment that they sign in at the Attendance Office.  Medical 
appointments will only be authorised by confirmation letter or a phone call to 
the absence line. 
 
The First Day Response System alerts parents/carers if their child is absent 
from school or if they are late.  It works by using all the contact details listed 
on our SIMS database for each student and works through the contacts in turn.  
For new Year 7 parents and those not familiar with this system I have included 
information below. 
 
The absent message: 
Good morning, this is a personal call from Grey Court School. 
At registration today, your child  <child’s name> was marked absent from school. 
If you are aware of your child’s absence, please press 1, if you are not aware of 
this, press 2 to speak to someone at the school. 
 
[1]  pressed on telephone: 
Please give the reason for your child’s absence and the day you expect them to 
return to school. If you do not give a reason you will be called again. Please leave 
your message after the tone and press 0 when you have finished. 
 
Thank you, your school will now be notified for the reason for your child’s 
absence today. 
 
[2] pressed on telephone: 
The call is connected through the School. We will then check to see if your child 
is in their lesson. 
 
Please be aware that you will be called every hour up to 6pm until you 
respond to the call.  
 
The late message: 
It will ask you to Press 1 if you are the person named. The message explains your 
child was late. You must press 0 at the end of the message or you will be called 
again.
